	Disabled Toilet/Club room extension – the diocese architect has sent a quote for £196,000.  A new break down of the quote is as follows; £68,985.00 for the disabled toilet. £89,680.00 for an extension to the Club room. £44,000.00 for the porch screen doors.  Babs will write to the architect to invite him to come and discuss the plans with us.  She will also write to the diocese to ask for confirmation that complying with the Disability Discrimination Act 1995 (DDA) is our responsibility as the building belongs to the diocese.  She will also contact St Andrew’s Church which was able to obtain a number of grants for the Chapter house development.
